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What do I do if I have a 

worry or concern?

Should you be worried about any-

thing we advise you to talk to someone 

that you can trust. 
 

You can talk to anyone at AOT school, 

including your Teacher, Teaching Assis-

tants and Mr Moore. You can also write 

a note to an adult or ask a friend to 

help you tell an adult if you are worried.

How can I be responsible 

online? 
• Ask permission from adults in school 

to use technology 

• Only use websites and search en-

gines that adults in school and at 

home know are safe. 

• Never share personal information 

about ourselves online such as; our 

name, address or the school we go 

to. 

• Always tell an adult if we see any-

thing we are not happy about online 

• Think carefully before clicking or 

opening anything online.
